Step 6 Next route the line from the feeder reversing chain along the hydraulic hoses back to the
pump. Route lines from the brushes at grain taggeaohain and unloader auger drive chain back to
pump. These two lines will be connected to thditeeg on the pump. Run the last line back to the
Lube Minder pump.

Step 7 Before connecting the 5/32” tubes to the Lube Minglenp manifold valve holder assemblies
is recommended that you take a regular hand oilpgpand fill each 5/32” line with oil.
