INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE AUTOMATIC
LUBE MINDER® OILER KIT
FITS JOHN DEERE BALERS 1996 OR NEWER

A CAUTION SMI 764-1001 000

DO NOT attempt to service any machine with out exercising the MANDATORY SAFETY
SHUT DOWN PROCEDURE described in the operators manual .

A CAUTION

Installing this kit requires working near the tongue of the machine. NEVER work under a
machine that is supported only by the storage jack, support the tongue on steel or wooden
blocks and prevent any machine movement by blocking wheels.

The automatic chain oiler attachment gives four chains on the baler a squirt of oil every time
the rear door opens to unload a bale. In this way, the chains are oiled in direct proportion to
the number of bales made in one day, and adequate lubrication is assured.

Clean lightweight oil, which is placed in the reservoir tank mounted on the side of the baler,
is all that is needed to lubricate the chains. The LUBE MINDER does not use any oil from the
tractor hydraulic system. The hydraulic line connected to the side of the pump assembly only
serves to power a piston inside the pump every time the rear door is opened.

I. Install the pump mounting bracket as shown
(B). Remove the front lower left hand bolt
from the twine box located on the left hand
side of the machine, and secure through
rear hole in the bracket. Mount pump to
bracket with U-bolt and cut off protruding
studs. On machines that are equipped with
wide pick-up the two extra fittings on the
pump should be facing the rear.

2. Mount the oil tank to the side of the
machine (A). Take the piece of the 5/8 in.
polybraid hose and connect to the top of
the pump and the bottom of the tank, this
will help in determining the proper location
of the tank. Make sure there are no kinks in
this hose, trim hose length as necessary.
Using the oil tank as a template, drill four
7/32” diameter holes. Use four 1/4 x 3/8
in. self tapping screws to fasten tank to the
side of the baler. IMPORTANT: When
mounting 1s complete, the protruding screws
should be ground off smooth on the inside
of the bale chamber. Re connect the 5/8 in.
polybraid hose and secure each end with
the hose clamps.
